AP Exams

Each AP course has a corresponding AP Exam that schools worldwide administer in
May.

AP Exams provide students with a standardized measure of what they’ve
accomplished in the AP classroom, and are thus an essential part of the AP
Program.

Taking an AP Exam allows students to experience a college-level exam now, while
they are still in high school.

Students’ work will be evaluated by unbiased college and university professors and
AP teachers using college-level standards.

Students’ scores are sent to the colleges of their choice.

Most colleges and universities in the United States and Canada, and institutions in
more than 40 other countries, grant students credit, placement, or both for
qualifying AP Exam grades.

At many of these institutions, you can earn up to a full year of college credit.
